PCRFU 7s Qualifier Format & Rules:
· The PCRFU 7s tournament will have nine teams and matches will start at 8:00 am sharp!

· Final check-in and final roster submission will be at the field at 7:30 (or no later than 30 minutes before a team’s first match).

· Rosters may have a maximum of twelve (12) players and that roster must be submitted to a tournament official 30 minutes prior to your first match.  No changes to the roster will be allowed once it has been submitted.  

· A maximum of ten (10) players from the roster can play in any match.  That means a maximum of only 3 substitutions.  

· All IRB/USA Sevens Laws of the Game of Rugby apply, including those governing substitutions. 

· Matches will be seven-minute halves with a 1 min. halftime. 

· "The Cup Final will be 10 minute halves with a 2 minute halftime (to
determine the 1st and 2nd seeds from the PCRFU to go to the USA Rugby
National 7's Championships).
· Matches will be played in 2 pools, each with a 4 team round robin leading to a semi final and final knock-out elimination.

· The elimination or knock-out will have semi finals, consolation matches, a plate final, and a championship final.

· Teams will have a minimum of twenty minutes interval between their matches. Each team must be warmed up and ready to go twenty minutes before their scheduled game. 

· There will be a 5 minute grace period allowed before a game is forfeited.  A forfeit or disqualification will count -2pts on record.

· Tie games in the round robin portion of the tournament will remain ties.  Tie games in the knockout portion of the tournament will be played to sudden death. 

· All players must be eighteen years old, they must have their own health insurance coverage, they need to be CIPP'd with USA Rugby, and they need to have signed the liability waiver. 

· The referee has the authority to disqualify any team or player for misconduct.  If a player is red carded, he is barred from all further competition on the day.  Additional disciplinary action may follow. 

· Fighting will NOT be tolerated and may result in a team disqualification.

· Any activities or behavior by teams or their entourage that jeopardize the tournament will be subject to the entire team disqualification.  That includes non-players coming on the field. All misconduct will be reported to the respective union officials for further disciplinary action. 

· If it is determined that a team or teams do not play a fair and honest match of competitive 7s rugby, then they will be disqualified.

· Tie breaker at the end of pool play will be determined by:

· Record (win=2 pts, tie=1 pt, loss=0 pts, DQ=-2pts)

· Head to head

· Point Differential in the pool play

· Most trys scored in pool play

· Fewest points scored against in pool play

· Sudden death drop kick contest
